Sixty-one the Jews call it; I call it eight, eighty, four
hundred & eighteen.”

“But they have the half: unité by thine art so that all disappear.”
“My prophet is a fool with his ofie_one, one; are not they the Ox, and none by the Book?”

“Abrogate are all rituals, all ordedls, all words and signs. Ra-Hoor-Khuit hath taken his
seat in the East at the Equinox of the Gods; and let Asar be with Isa, who also are one. But
they are not of me. Let Asar be the adérant, Isa the sufferer; Hoor in his secret name and

splendour is the Lord initiating.”

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A part of the rotating 231 Gates described in Sefer Yetzirah, 2:4-6. The combination of Gate 189 and Gate 7 (here highlighted in red) creates X1y, oneg, delight, combined with the letter
Aleph; and at the same time appears the combination of the Gates 141 and 190 (highlighted in red) as ova, nega, plague, combined with the letter Samekh, thus together showing the “one
name”, OR, which spelt in full amounts to 231, i.e., “twenty-two objects in a single body”! [231 = (20)a + (40)n + (60)0 + (80)a + (30)7 + (1)x] The “one name”, O, has a numerical value of
61, the same numerical value as |'N, ayin, nothingness; nothing. Note also that the two letters OX happen to be the initials of 1D |'X, Ein-Sof, ‘the Infinite’, a term first used by Isaac the Blind
(died c. 1235), in his commentary to the Sefer Yetzirah. The above construction of the 231 Gates was discovered by me during a magical work, which took place in 1991 e.v. © Perdurabo ST.

Seen are the first thirty-six gates, gates initiated e eight letters 92722 W — that is to
say, ‘for obvious reasons’ no gates, combinations, with the first letter of the Hebrew
alphabet, R, Aleph!
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The first printed Hebrew edition of Sefer Yetzirah (n1'x' 190) appeared in
Mantua in 1562. Ten years before, in 1552, had a Latin translation (Liber

Jezirah) been printed in Paris.
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The Warsaw 1884 ‘standard’ edition of Sefer Yetzirah with commentaries. (:n1'x' 190 Warsaw: Bi-
defus Yitshak Goldman, 1884.)
